Include a cover letter, on university letterhead, that addresses items 1 and 2:
1. A statement indicating that the program understands the required components of the application process, including self-study, on-site visit, and continued compliance with accreditation expectations. 
2. A request signed by administrators/leaders, inviting AGEC to initiate the accreditation process.  The request must be signed by each of the following:

· the chief administrative officer of the university unit in which the school or program is located (typically, a department chair or college dean)

· the program’s designated leader.  
In the case of a program that is sponsored by more than one institution (applications for collaborative programs), signatures must be obtained from the leaders at each institution.

Statement of Regional Accreditation:
Provide a statement (as in the example below) that affirms the program is housed in an institution that is regionally accredited.  An applicant from an institution located outside the United States that is not eligible for U.S. regional accreditation should provide a statement about a comparable external evaluation process.

2. Following AGEC review of your application, if accepted, you will be contacted to determine your preferences for a review cycle; and you will be sent an invoice for your accreditation application fee.

Fees: AGHE members are charged $1,500 for accrediting one program (at any level), and $300 for each additional program at the same level accredited at the same time. Non-AGHE members are charged $2,000 to accredit one program, and an additional $400 to accredit additional programs at the same level at the same time.
3. Following consultation on the review cycle and receipt of the fee, you will be issued a “Notice to Proceed.”
